3. Remove the all leader notes, labels and line indications to the storm sewer pipes. THESE
NOTES AND LEADERS NEED TO BE SHOWN FOR FUTURE FOUNDATION DESIGN.

4. Provide a label to the UE at the rear of lots in Block 15 on page 2 of plat. DONE

5. Provide a YR label for Lots 28 thru 31, Block 15. DONE

6. Provide a UE label for the easement at rear of Lots 30 & 31, Block 15. DONE

7. Water Distribution System Acreage fee — 5.54 acres x $719.00/acre =$7,578.26 OK

8. Wastewater System Lot fee — 36 Lots x $393.00/lot = $14,148.00 OK

9. Prior to recordation, provide a tax certificate indicating that all taxes have a $0.00 balance, along
with the submittal of the original tracing. OK

with City standards and shall be approved by Development Services prior to the construction.

In lieu of land dedication, $62,500/acre x .36 acres = $22,500 is due unless fair market
value/purchase information is provided. OK
